5-Foot Framed Print will be Sold to the Public as a Fundraiser
La Crosse, WI – After touring the City of La Crosse at the Radisson Hotel, Logistics Health Building, State Bank and the La Crosse Public Library, the 12-foot panoramic bluff photo has finally been installed in its permanent home on the marsh trail, a short distance north of the Gun Shelter in Myrick Park.
Members of La Crosse Kiwanis Club and Mississippi Valley Conservancy came together today to celebrate the success of their collaborative effort and to announce the sale of the five-foot long framed prints of the panoramic image which has received so much attention.

“With so many people asking about obtaining a copy of this beautiful image for themselves, we decided that this would make an excellent fundraiser”, said Kathy Olson, president of La Crosse Kiwanis Club. “Proceeds from the sale of the print will be split with Mississippi Valley Conservancy so that each group can further their mission.”
 “We are proud of the way La Crosse, as a community, has come together to protect and improve our natural resources,” said Tim Jacobson, Executive Director of Mississippi Valley Conservancy.  “Just like the Hixons, Loseys of a hundred years ago, we are part of a growing movement to preserve and even larger legacy here in our generation.”

The bluff photo, which combines more than 30 high-resolution photographs, identifies many of the named bluffs overlooking the city.  Grandad Bluff is known by most people, but Miller, Cliffwood, Hedgehog and Welch bluffs are less famous, but no less beautiful.
“These bluffs are like neighbors to us,” said James Falvey, MVC’s Advancement Director. “Strong noble and silent, they are an integral part of our community.  Our collective efforts to protect them means that generations from now, people will enjoy their majesty as we do today.”
