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Mississippi Valley Conservancy to Lead Local Hike

-Medary Quarry Bluff Prairies and Table Rock to be Explored
Mississippi Valley Conservancy, in partnership with the Coulee Region Audubon Society, The Prairie Enthusiasts – Coulee Region Chapter and People’s Food Coop, is sponsoring a guided tour of the Medary Quarry this Saturday, June 23rd at 10:00 am.  This free and open to the public event is part of MVC’s “Linked to the Land” program, a series of monthly outings on permanently protected properties.
Jim Rogala of The Prairie Enthusiasts will lead this hike with Audubon representatives, Tim Collins and Kurt Brownell.  Together they will guide you through this 475-acre recently acquired property that includes quarry, hardwood forests and several bluff prairies.  This land is home to many threatened and rare plant and animal species.  Hill prairie forbs such as Fringed Puccoon and Downy Paintbrush are among the species that may be in bloom.  The walk will be moderate hiking on bluffs on ridges and trails.  Participants will enjoy 
breath-taking views of the Mississippi River valley as they wind their way out of the “table rocks”.  Directions:  Go up Bliss Rd. to the top of the bluff past the Alpine Inn.  Take a left on County Hwy FA, go to the end (approximately 1 mile).  We will meet at the cul de sac at the end (please park on the side of the road).  Look for the MVC banner.
