Difficulty rating: Easy walking through gently rolling low vegetation-covered landscape. (Some trails.) 

Directions: Take the McHugh road exit just west of Holmen, WI on Hwy 53 and head west about ½ mile to Garden Street and the Holland Sand Prairie public entrance.
