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Mississippi Valley Conservancy’s Largest Land Deal Ever – 

756 Acres in Buffalo County – 
Al and Carol Kube Donate Development Rights While Retaining Private Ownership

Mississippi Valley Conservancy, a local non-profit land trust, recently accepted a conservation agreement from Al and Carol Kube on their 756 acres near Cochrane in Buffalo County, Wisconsin.  The conservation agreement ensures that the scenic beauty and biological diversity will be maintained on the privately held property regardless of who owns it in the future.


“I’m thrilled that our first land deal in Buffalo County is also the largest land deal in our 10-year history,” said George Howe, Conservation Director for Mississippi Valley Conservancy.  “Al and Carol wanted to ensure that the beauty of their land would be preserved regardless of who owns it in the future.”


Al Kube, when asked why he wanted to protect his land, summarized his thoughts by saying, “No matter what entity or individual it [the land] passes to, the protections we that consider important are put in place.”


Carol added, “It’s just so beautiful.  Every day you wake up, walk outside and you think, this is just paradise.  It doesn’t get any better.  And you just see so many critters out there, and you’re always running for your binoculars and you’re enjoying the flowers.  And the bluffs around everywhere you look.”  She further explained, “It’s a relief to know and a comfort that it’s going to be preserved and others can enjoy what we [have]… because it’s so important.”


Tim Jacobson, Executive Director of MVC, said, “A lot of people might not realize that Mississippi Valley Conservancy covers seven counties in southwestern Wisconsin--all the way from the Illinois-Wisconsin border on the south to Buffalo and Trempealeau Counties on the north.  Our conservation agreement with Mr. and Mrs. Kube demonstrates MVC’s commitment to expand its land protection efforts throughout its territory.  The natural beauty of the blufflands region is spectacular, and there are wonderful outdoor recreation opportunities here.”  Jacobson added, “MVC is very grateful to Al and Carol Kube for their large donation of development rights, which ensures protection of the land and wildlife habitat forever.”
Founded in 1997, Mississippi Valley Conservancy is a regional land trust that has permanently protected more than 4,900 acres of scenic lands in southwestern Wisconsin by working with private landowners, businesses and local communities on voluntary conservation projects.
