Members of the public are welcome to attend, and there is no charge for this event. Registration is not required so you can even bring a friend at the last minute!
The November 18th event is part of Mississippi Valley Conservancy’s “Linked to the Land” series of free, family-friendly, outdoor events that occur about once a month .
