Mississippi Valley Conservancy Permanently Protects More Land

Mississippi Valley Conservancy, a regional, non-profit land trust, has permanently protected 250 additional acres on two privately held properties. 

These newly protected properties are in Crawford County and include 198 acres owned by siblings John and Mary Papenfuss, and 52 acres owned by Cecilia Caron and Thomas Erb.  

That makes 2,948 of land that is permanently protected by Mississippi Valley Conservancy here in southwestern Wisconsin.

“Conservation agreements are an excellent tool for people who own land and want to leave a legacy for future generations,” said Tim Jacobson, Executive Director for Mississippi Valley Conservancy, “we tailor conservation agreements specifically to the wishes and desires of the individual landowner.   This allows private land owners to enjoy their land while permanently protecting it from certain types of development in the future.”

Conservation agreements regularly provide financial benefits for the landowner through tax incentives and in some cases, through conservation grant payments as well.  Because every case is unique and different, the staff of Mississippi Valley Conservancy welcomes calls from people interested in learning more.

Founded in 1997, Mississippi Valley Conservancy is a regional land trust that has permanently protected almost 3,000 acres of wild lands in the southwestern Wisconsin by working with private landowners and local communities on voluntary conservation projects.
